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A RARE ADVENTURE  
On July 9, I left Orange Park for a European           
adventure that was to cover nearly 12,000 miles to  
Germany, Austria, Bavaria and France. This proved to 
be a once-in-a-lifetime experience for me. You see, I 
was on a tour of eight historic pipe organs and a trip 
to the Oberammergau Passion Play presented only 
once every ten years. The play was first produced in 
1632, and is performed every ten years by the citizens 
of Oberammergau in a pact with God to save the 
small Bavarian village from the black plague. The cast 
includes 280, a chorus of 50 and a full symphony   
orchestra and is presented in an amphitheatre that 
seats 4800 people. The 2010 production will be      
presented 103 times from May through early October. 
When I first reached Frankfurt on July 10, the       
temperatures were hovering near 100 degrees and  
remained there for the three days that I spent seeing 
and hearing all that I could. This wonderful city has      
recently become known as the Mainhattan of         
Germany due to its location on the Main River – 
which I cruised on Monday evening and watched  
fireworks from the boat. 
On Tuesday, I took the train to Darmstadt to connect 
with my tour of organs and off we went to such places 
as Neresheim, Ottobeuren, Rot an der Rot, Etall and 
Strasbourg, France.  
In Erwald in the Tyrolean Alps, where we spent four 
nights, the temperatures finally came down to         
between 65 and 80 degrees and the relief was most 
welcome. Everywhere we went the host organists 
were most cordial and demonstrated the organs to us 
before we were allowed to play. We were assisted 
most graciously in our registration choices and 
changes, and in one case the organist who was an   
excellent pedagogue gave all 8 of us each a mini-
lesson on our chosen pieces. In all we saw and played 
8 organs, the oldest of which dates to about 1588 and 
the newest which had just been completed about three 
days before our arrival. 
This was both a spiritual and an educational journey 
for me and not only did I learn a great deal about 
South German organ building through the centuries, 
but I was also very moved by the buildings in which 
they were housed; churches, cathedrals and abbeys 
that have each been built as sites of pilgrimage or 
monuments to the faith of Christian peoples    
throughout the centuries. I am constantly amazed at 
the intricate workmanship that dates back as far as the 
twelfth century, and one cannot help but be awe 
struck by cathedral towers that rise over 500 feet or   

 
Baroque ornamentation and hand painted ceilings that 
can be as high as 100 feet. 
It was, indeed, a rare adventure and I would love to 
share my pictures, videos and CD’s with any or all of 
you who might be interested….all you have to do is 
ask. It is good to be home!
