I will repay you for
the years that the swarming locust has eaten, the hopper, the destroyer, and the cutter, my great army,
which I sent against you. You shall eat in plenty and be satisfied, and praise the name of the Lord your
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God, who has dealt wondrously with you. And my people shall never again be put to shame. You
shall know that I am in the midst of Israel, and that I, the Lord, am your God and there is no other.

I tell you, this man went
down to his home justified rather than the other; for all who exalt themselves will be humbled, but
all who humble themselves will be exalted."

Nicene Creed A/ stand and speak in unison.

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is,
seen and unseen. We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally
begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten,
not made, of one Being with the Father. Through him all things were made. For us and for
our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he became
incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was crucified under
Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried.
